Dunklee Register Report

The Dunklee family is one which became much easier to research with the advent of the Vital Records on CD-ROM.  Variations on the family name include.: Dancklee, Dantclee, Denkle, Denkler, Dunclee, Dundkley, Dunklee, Dunkley, Dunkcle, Dunkle, Dunklee, Dunkler, Duntclee & Duntlee.  In fact, the family name of this own branch went from “Dunckly” to “Dunckley” to “Dunkle” and finally “Dunklee” in the few generations below.  Luckily, with the “search” function on CD-ROM, one could check all variations of the name across entire counties in a fraction of the time it would take via book.  As such, I have included the surnames as they appeared on the various vital records.  Currently, I do not know Elnathan’s parentage and the identity of the original emigrant, but I trust that shall come with time.

1. Elnathan1 DUNKLEE died on 13 February 1669 in Dedham, Norfolk co., MA[8].  His death record is listed in the Dedham vital records under “Elnathan Dunckly”.

On 14d:10m (December):1656 Elnathan married Silence BOWERS in Dedham, Norfolk co., MA[1,2,3,4,5,6,7].  Their marriage record in Dedham lists them as “Elnathan Dunckly & Silence Bowers”.  In 1675 Silence second married Nicholas ROCKETT[2].

Not much is known of Elnathan beyond his appearances in court and town records; but he does not seem to have been a wealthy or influential man.  “On 6. of ye 11 mo. 1651...Elnathan Dunkely & Matthewe Edwards being sumoned apeere this day befor ye select men[9].”  But it doesn’t say why they were so summoned.

Also, “…Elnathan Dunckley is according to ye Court order in that case provided placed in seruice for one whole yeare next ensueing to dwell w[i]th Anthoney Fisher senior.  and the said Anthony Fisher doth couenant & agree to pay to the said Elnathan or his assignes the sum of 9£ for ye yeares seruice. vizt 2£ 5s each quarter of ye yeare... [10]”

Finally, he is listed on the tax rolls for Dedham on 29d:6m (August):1653, for 5s[11].

2. Nathaniel2 DUNKLEE (Elnathan1) was born in 1669 in Dedham, Norfolk co., MA[2].

On 23 March 1693 when Nathaniel was 24, he married Mary FRENCH, daughter of Captain William FRENCH Esq. & Mary LOTHROP, in Watertown or Woburn, Middlesex co., MA[2,14,15,16,17,18,19].

Torrey says that Mary was of Billerica, Middlesex co., MA[2].  Under Robert Sharp’s Torrey entry, Mary’s second husband is listed as “Nathaniel Dunckler”. She was born on 30 April 1670 in Watertown, Middlesex co., MA[20].  Mary died in Lexington, Middlesex co., MA and is listed in the Lexington vital records as “Mary Dunkley” on 17 September 1729; she was 59[21].

On 17 October 1734 when Hezekiah was 26, he married Damaris WILSON, in Lexington, Middlesex co., MA[25].  On his marriage record, he is listed as “Dunklee, Hezekiah”.

4. Hezekiah4 DUNKLEE (Hezekiah3, Nathaniel2, Elnathan1) was born on 15 September 1735 in Lexington, Middlesex co., MA[28] and is listed in the Lexington vital records as “Dunkley, Dunklee..Hezekiah, first ch. of Hezekiah & Damaris Wilson”.  He was baptized in Lexington, Middlesex co., MA on 21 September 1735[28].  Hezekiah died in Danvers, Essex co., MA on 26 January 1802; he was 66y. 5m[29].  Hezekiah and his wife Katherine are buried in the Marsh Private Burial Ground on Jacob's Farm off Lowell Street in West Peabody, Essex co., MA.  Hezekiah is listed as "Hezekiah Dundkley" on his gravestone.

On 4 September 1753 when Hezekiah was 17, he first married Desire MARSH, in Danvers, Essex Co., MA[30].  They were listed on their marriage record as “Duncklee, Hezekiah, and Desire Mash”.

Desire was born on 27 February 1756 in Danvers, Essex Co., MA as “Dunckle, Desier” in the Danvers vital records[33].  On 11 April 1782 when Desire was 26, she married John NEEDHAM, in Danvers, Essex co., MA[30].  Her marriage record lists her as “Dunkle, Desire”.

On 6 December 1757 when Hezekiah was 22, he second married Katherine MARSH, daughter of Ebeneezer MARSH, Jr. & Deliverance FRENCH, in Danvers, Essex co., MA[30].  On his marriage record in Danvers, he is listed as “Dunklee, Heze[kiah]”.  Katherine is listed as "Dunckley, Catherine, w. Hezekiah" in her death record.

Ezekiel was born on 19 August 1760 in Danvers, Essex Co., MA as “Dunckle, Ezekiel”[32].  He died in Danvers, Essex co., MA on 28 March 1829 as “Dunckle, Ezekiel”; he was 68[33].  On 13 July 1783 when Ezekiel was 22, he married Rebekah STANDLY, in Danvers, Essex co., MA[30].  On his Danvers marriage record, he is listed as “Ezekiel Dunklee”.

Hannah was born on 5 January 1779 in Danvers, Essex Co., MA As “Dunckle, Hannah”[32].  On 1 May 1802 when Hannah was 23, she married Francis PHELPS, in Danvers, Essex co., MA[30].  The intention was filed as “Dunklee, Hannah”.

Alice was born on 22 December 1781 in Danvers, Essex Co., MA as “Duncklee, Alice”[32].  On 19 February 1799 when Alice was 17, she married Zacheus CHURCHILL, as “Dunkcle, Alice” in Danvers, Essex co., MA[30].

5. Sally5 DUNKLEE (Hezekiah4-3, Nathaniel2, Elnathan1) was born on 17 January 1763 according to vital records in Danvers, Essex co., MA as “Dunckle, Sarah” [32,34,35].  However, her Death Record on 13 June 1850 in Lynn, Essex co., MA claims she was born in Lynn, that she was married and the wife of Joseph Newhall and was 74 years of age[35].  This would indicate that she was born in 1776 instead of 1763.  However, a thorough check of all version of “Dunklee” for all the counties in Massachusetts reveals that she is the only Sarah whose birth is recorded during this time.  We know that she and Joseph Newhall, Jr. were married, yet we also know conclusively of his death in 1823 aboard the Brig Leander.  In addition, we’ve yet to find evidence that she remarried to another Joseph Newhall after that time.  On her son David Johnson Newhall’s death certificate Sally’s birthplace is given as Salem, Essex co., MA and her last name is given as “Dunkle”[36].  Puzzling…

Sally was “of Danvers” on her marriage intention[37,38].  She lived on Boston Street, Lynn, Essex co., MA at her death[35].

On 21 December 1806, she married Joseph NEWHALL Jr.[36,37], son of David NEWHALL Jr. & Mary JOHNSON, in Salem, Essex co., MA[37].  An Intention was also filed in Salem, Essex co., MA.  On this intention, his name is listed as Joseph, Jr.  He died at sea aboard the Brig Leander on 16 January 1823; he was 49[39].
