2. Judith2 GATER  (Michael1) was born in 1588/9 in Hillmorton, Warwick, England and was baptized there on 19 March 1588/9[1].  Judith died in Ipswich, Essex co., MA after 28 September 1654; when she was named as part of her husband’s probate[1,2].

On 9 October 1608 when Judith was 20, she married John PERKINS, son of Henry PERKINS & Elizabeth SAWBRIDGE, in Hillmorton, Warwick, England[1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9,10,11,12,13,14,15,16,17,18,19,20,21,22,23,24,25,26,27,28,29,30].

They migrated to New England in 1631 on the first trip of the Lyon[31].  They first lived in Boston, Suffolk co., MA, then moved to Ipswich, Essex co., MA in 1633[31].  In early 1631, “John Perkins and Judith his wife” were admitted to the Boston church as members #107 and #108[31,32].
