2. Ellen LATHROP. Born in Beverly, Essex co., MA? Ellen died on 10 September 1706 in Boston, Suffolk co., MA. Name Varis.: Lathrop, Lowthrop, Lothrop, Lowthropp, Lauthrrop.

Much is known of Ellen’s brother Thomas, but little of her.  He was a hero of the King Philp’s War and was killed at Bloody Brook.  Having died intestate, the wrangling over his estate provides much of the information on Ellen - biased as it is from her husband’s depositions, since they are angling for part of the estate.  After nearly a decade of legal wrangling over the estate, it was left to his wife Bethiah, going to his sister Ellen and her heirs after Bethiah’s death.

This testimony is “My brother, when he brought his sister form England with him from all her friends and relations very loathe to part with her, used this as a great argument with her mother to persuade her.  Viz:  That he had no children of his own, nor was likely to have any: and otherwise he must give what he had to strangers”2,3,4
On 18 November 1652 Ellen married Headmaster Ezekiel CHEEVER, son of William CHEEVER (circa 1584-) & Margaret NEWMAN (circa 1595-), in Charlestown, Suffolk co. or Ipswich, Essex co., MA.5,6,7,8,9,10,11,12,13,14,15,16,17,18,19,20 Born on 25 January 1614/15 in London, Hampstead, Middlesex, England.15 Ezekiel died in Boston, Suffolk co., MA on 21 August 1708; he was 94.20 Buried in Granary Burying Ground, Boston, Suffolk co., MA. As “Cheever, Ezekiel, schoolmaster, b. Jan. 25, 1614, in London, d. Aug. 21, 1708. M.C.”. Occupation: Headmaster of Boston Latin School. Name Varis.: Cheever, Chever, Cheaver, Cheevor.
