Mark’s place of origin as England is derived from his son Mark R’s. death certificate.  His first name is also mentioned in Mark R. and Lena’s Marriage Record.2,1
In the Arcadia Recorded Saturday, 5 March 1836, died in London, Martin Maddison, aged 89.

2. Mark R. MADDISON.4 Born on 4 November 1845 in Halifax, Halifax co., Nova Scotia, Canada.2,1,5,6 Mark R. died in Lynn, Essex co., MA on 22 November 1917; he was 72.1 Buried on 24 November 1917 in Pine Grove Cemetary, Lynn, Essex co.,. MA.1 Occupation: Currier (Naturalization Intention), Butcher (Marriage Record), Leather Worker (Death Record).2,1,5,6 Cause of death: Family lore claims death in the Influenza Epidemic, but his death certificate lists the cause of death as Pulmonary Tuberculosis.1
There is a discrepancy in Mark’s Birth Date.  He listed 4 November 1844 on his naturalization record and his citizenship papers; 4 November 1845 is listed on his Death Certificate; yet his age on his 1884 Marriage Certificate is listed as 35 - giving him a birth year of 1849.

Also, he apparently visited America before his emigration -- he is listed as a passenger on the Brig “America” from Halifax to Boston.  His age is 18 and occupation is clerk.

Mark was 72 y:18d of age at his death.

Residences: Of Woburn at the time of their marriage.2  Mark lived at 141 Walnut Street in Lynn, Essex co., MA at the time of his death.1  He lived in the rear of No. 364 Main Street in Woburn, Middlesex co., MA at the time he applied for citizenship.6

Citizenship: Mark was naturalized on 19 February 1887.  His intention to be naturalized was recorded on 30 October 1880 and his naturalization was officially recorded on 5 March 1887.

Migration: Mark emigrated from Halifax, Halifax co., Nova Scotia to Boston, Suffolk co., MA -- arriving on either the 6th or 7th September 1869.  He was booked in a cabin aboard the _S.S. Oriental and was listed as age 24 with an occupation either as a Mechanic or an Upholsterer.5,6
On 19 April 1884 when Mark R. was 38, he married Alina / Aleen "Lena" O'CONNOR4, daughter of Michael O'CONNOR (21 May 1841-) & Margaret McCARTHY (7 August 1847-9 September 1873), in Woburn, Middlesex co., MA.2 by The Reverend Leander Thompson. Born on 2 August 1865 in Winchester, Middlesex co., MA.7,2 As “Alina O’Connor”. Alina / Aleen "Lena" died in Lynn, Essex co., MA on 6 January 1959; she was 93.8 aged 93 y. 5m. 4d. Buried in Pine Grove Cemetary, Lynn, Essex co.,. MA.8 Cause of death: Lobar Pneumonia (7 days), due to Arteriosclerosis (10 years), due to Senility (5 years).8 Name Varis.: Connor, Connors, O’Connell, O’Conner, O’Conners, O’Connors.

Lena’s birth name was Alina (in the Winchester VRs) or Aleena (in the Woburn VRs).  At the time of her marriage, she gave her name as “Connor[s]”.   This tradition was continued on her son, Arthur’s marriage certificate, where her name was given as Lena K. Connors.4
Lena lied about her age on her marriage certificate in 1884.  She claimed an age of 21, but has a Birth Record of 1865.

Her age was 93y:5m:4d when she died.

3. Arthur Blake MADDISON. Born on 11 June 1889 in Woburn, Middlesex co., MA.4 A.B. was 34 at the time of his marriage. Arthur Blake died in Lynnfield, Essex co., MA on 7 May 1955; he was 65.9 He died at a recuperative home at 165 Summer Street in Lynnfield. Essex co., MA.  His widow vowed to never go there again, but was suffering from Alzheimer’s and did not remember this when she went there 10 years later. Buried on 10 May 1955 in Forest Hill, Lynnfield, Essex co., MA.9 Occupation: Manager in Woburn (Marriage Record), Sales Manager (Barbara’s Birth Record), Steel/Construction Contractor (Death Record).10,11,4 Death Cause: He died of Arteriosclerosis/ & Heart Disease caused by Essential Hypertension. Cause of death: Arteriosclerosis, Heart Disease, Essential Hypertension.  He was at the recuperative home for only 20 days before he died.9

Johnson.    The intention was filed on 23 May 1922 in Lynn, Essex co., MA by Joseph W. Attwill. Born on 5 August 1893 in Lynn, Essex co., MA.4,12 Marian’s age at the time of her marriage was 28. Marion Louise died in Peabody, Essex co., MA on 1 August 1984; she was 90. Occupation: Bank Clerk at the time of her marriage.4 Cause of death: Terminal Pneumonia (2 days) + Senescience.

Cause of death: Cardiovascular Shock, Sepsis, Bladder Infection & Respiratory Failure after years of degenerative Olivoponte Cerebellum Disease.13
