2. Margaret2 McCARTHY (Thomas1) was born on 7 August 1847 in Ireland[1,2].  This birthplace is verified by her daughter Lena’s birth record. Margaret died of Cholera Morbus in Woburn, Middlesex co., MA on 9 September 1873; she was aged 26 years, 1 month, 2 days[1].  There is an obituary for her in the 20 September 1873 issue of the Woburn Journal[1].

Her name is listed as “Maggie” on her daughter Lena’s Marriage Record[3].  Margaret’s surname is given as “Connors” on her death record; yet her husband Michael’s surname is given as “O’Connor” on the very same record.  She lived in Woburn, Middlessex co., MA at the time of her death[1].

Margaret married Michael O'CONNOR, son of Michael O'CONNOR & Kate [surname not known].
