He and his family migrated to America before 1650.  They settled in Cambridge, Middlesex co., MA.

The will of Andrew “Steauenson” was written on 23 May 1681 and probated on 1 October 1683.  He left most everything to his daughters and eldest son, Andrew.  The inventory of Stevenson’s estate totaled £134[1].

Before 1650, Andrew married Jane [surname not known], in England[3,4,5,6,7,8,9,10] as “Stevenson, Andrew and Jane ___, in England, ___, 16__”.

8. Lidia STEVENSON (Andrew1) was born on 2 August 1648 in Cambridge, Middlesex co., MA[18].
