1. Walter1 TIBBOT was born in 1584 in England[1] and died in Gloucester, Essex co., MA on 14d:6m(August):1652 as “Tibbit, Walter”; he was 68[1,13].  The year of his death should be 1651 because his wife remarried in 2m(May) of 1652.

Walter migrated from Wales to Marshfield, Plymouth co., MA with The Reverend Richard Blinman.  He settled in Gloucester, Essex co., MA in 1642, as one of the early “props.” and took the Oath of Freeman on 19 May 1642 in Gloucester, Essex co., MA[20,21,22].
